Bosch has been present in Hungary since 1898 with its products. After its re-
establishment as a regional trading company in 1991, Bosch has grown into one of
Hungary’s largest foreign industrial employers with currently nine subsidiaries. In fiscal
2024 it had total net sales of 2058 billion forints and consolidated sales to third parties on
the Hungarian market of 313 billion forints. The Bosch Group in Hungary employs more
than 17,400 associates (as of December 31, 2024). In addition to its manufacturing,
commercial and development business, Bosch has a network of sales and service
operations that covers the entire country.

The Bosch Group is a leading global supplier of technology and services. According to
preliminary figures, it employs roughly 412,000 associates worldwide (as of December 31,
2025). The company generated sales of 91 billion euros in 2025. Its operations are
divided into four business sectors: Mobility, Industrial Technology, Consumer Goods, and
Energy and Building Technology.

At 136 locations across
the globe, Bosch employs some 82,000 associates in research and development.

The special ownership structure of
Robert Bosch GmbH guarantees the entrepreneurial freedom of the Bosch Group, making
it possible for the company to plan over the long term and to undertake significant
upfront investments in the safeguarding of its future. Ninety-four percent of the share
capital of Robert Bosch GmbH is held by Robert Bosch Stiftung GmbH, a limited liability
company with a charitable purpose. The remaining shares are held by Robert Bosch
GmbH and by a corporation owned by the Bosch family. The majority of voting rights are
held by Robert Bosch Industrietreuhand KG. It is entrusted with the task of safeguarding
the company’s long-term existence and in particular its financial independence – in line
with the mission handed down in the will of the company’s founder, Robert Bosch.
